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This master’s programme of Civil Sector Studies at the Faculty of Humanities was established in 2000. Its overall conception was essentially influenced by existing educational programmes at a number of Western universities, particularly the Centre for Civil Society at London School of Economics and Political Science (http://www.lse.ac.uk/collections/CCS) and the Center for Civil Society at the University of California (http://www.sppsr.ucla.edu./ccs ).

In Western countries, centers, academic departments and institutes of civil sector/civil society are engaged in teaching and research, and share their methodology and empirical findings with similar institutions abroad.

In 2004, Department of Civil Society Studies participated in an international project Civil Society Index, which is being implemented by a non-governmental organization CIVICUS in 60 different countries throughout the world. In the Czech Republic, the project was realized by the Foundation for the Development of Civil Society, and a significant amount of the data was collected by Civil Sector students as part of their study programme. The report on the project (2005) provides an overall description and assessment of the state of Czech civil society.

Study – General Information
The standard length of study in this field is two years (i.e. 4 terms). The course of study consists of a theoretical basis, essentials of practical application and training in economy and legal matters as well as the study of other subject. These subjects are the themes to be discussed at final state examinations.  Classes are evenly spread over the first three terms, the forth term allowing more time for practical training and writing of a thesis.

To further consolidate the topics presented at lectures, practical seminars and training are provided, but some guided, independent work, reading and papers handed in via e-system is also expected. In particular, this concerns the so-called Important Books folder, a collection of publications offered to FHS students. Independent self-studying is an integral part of the scheme. Optional subjects based on research carried out by the department staff are available throughout the study.

The final state examination consists of the following partial examinations: philosophical, anthropological and sociological theory of the civil sector, economical and legal aspects of the civil sector, and applied knowledge of the civil sector. 

Graduation is achieved by successful defending of one’s theses on a topic that reflects current needs of the civil sector. 

Entrance Examinations

Candidates are required to have achieved the first academic degree (Bachelor’s) in any related field of study. They are also expected to successfully pass the entrance examination. They should have a reasonable knowledge of philosophy, sociology, economics and other social sciences related to civil sector studies. Their overall knowledge should be adequate to the first degree standard and they should be acquainted with the compulsory literature, the list of which will be available in the section on Entrance Examination Requirements.

Candidates will be expected to have a working knowledge of English. The minimum level should be equivalent to the standards of the international FCE examination. Certificates of the UCLES, CAE, CPE or TOEFL examinations are also acknowledged. 

For the overall assessment of the candidates, the subject of their Bachelor’s Thesis as well as their working experience will be considered with regard to their motivation for choosing the civil sector studies.

Study – the Graduate’s Profile
Civil Sector graduates are experts who are well trained in basic contemporary theories on civil society in terms of social sciences and law. These graduates can also practically apply sufficient knowledge of economics and law. They have a good overall knowledge of the political system as well as the system of interest mediation both in the Czech Republic and the European Union. They also understand the making and development of public politicies within both national and international frameworks.  The graduates will have acquired invaluable managerial, organizational and communicative skills in the field of management, control and running of non-governmental non-profit organizations (NGO’s). These skills are applicable in practice. The graduates are also knowledgeable about personnel management and policies.

Civil Sector Graduates are able to project, provide for, and publicly and purposefully promote philanthropic and humanitarian ends of NGO’s, private entities and state institutions. Drawing on the scientific knowledge provided by sociology, economics, political and legal sciences, they have a sufficiently wide scope of the latest approaches to the civil society and NGO’s, which can be used for conceptualization and leadership in the civil sector. Last but not least, civil sector graduates are involved in current social and political affairs, both at home and in European or world contexts, emphasizing the promotion and latest trends in the sphere of the civil society and NGO’s.

Graduates are employed mainly in positions that require through knowledge not only of the civil sector, but of issues connected with school education, public education, consulting, the media, political parties, international institutions and organizations, etc.   These positions are mainly in NGO’s (such as foundations, foundation funds, civil associations, social welfare services), in the private sector (marketing, public relations, philanthropic policies of businesses) and/or in state service (management of European funds, distribution of state subsidies). The qualification enables the graduates to promote educational activities aimed at civil sector workers. Graduates are also competent to deal with the agenda of EU grant projects, particularly those (but not only) pertaining to the field of civil sector. 

Study – Completion of Study
The last part of the state final examination consists of the defending of the candidate’s thesis.  The writing the theses is supervised by consultants who are external or internal teachers at The Department of Civil Society Studies, while the supervision of this consultancy is provided by internal teachers only. Students have three diploma seminars, which systematically prepare them for making a project, processing relevant resource material and appropriate literature, as well as for preparation and realization of their empirical research and a timely elaboration of their thesis as a whole, before they are invited to defend it.  Apart from consultation with their supervisors, students attend group consulting classes with internal teachers of The Department of Civil Society Studies, where each student is asked to summarize, in front of their colleagues and teachers, the results of his/her work. These students learn to publicly present and defend their achievements. The defence of a candidate’s thesis takes the form of a power-point presentation of the thesis objectives, hypotheses, research problems, methodology and achieved results. This is followed by reading out the thesis assessments and responses to them, which should result in expert disputation on relevant issues.

the Seventh Framework Programme of the European Union: The Department carries out the project "Combating social exclusion among young homeless populations (CSEYHP): a comparative investigation of homeless paths among local white, local ethnic group and migrant young men and women and appropriate reinsertion methods" (implemented by  Centre for research and studies in Sociology, MOVISIE the Netherlands centre for social development, CITIES Institute - a London Metropolitan University Research Institute, collaborated on by Selma Muhič‑Dizdarevič and Romana Šloufová)


The CSEYP  project study the life-trajectories of young homeless men and women – white native born, ethnic minority native born and migrants – in four countries. Using a purposive sample adapted to each country it studies life-trajectories recording young people’s experience of family life and support, employment/education, migration between and within countries, substance use and offending behaviour, partnerships/parenting and assesses their separate risks of social exclusion. It also studies the availability of social transfers, housing support and reinsertion programmes through life trajectory interviews and expert interviews. Because young homeless people are disproportionately school excluded and unemployed, findings from the study will also apply to young people with low education qualifications, and lesser employment and social integration prospects. The four countries in the study include two Northern European countries (Netherlands and UK), one Mediterranean (Portugal) and one Central European (Czech Republic) country.

European Projects: The Department carries out the Czechkid (conducted by Dana Moree and Marie Dohnalová), or collaborates on the Project Management, personal management (carried out by the Spiralis Association) and the Equal Chances Women and Men (carried out by the Forum 50% Association, collaborated on by Selma Muhić-Dizdarević).

European Projects - Czechkid

The main objective of the Czechkid Project – Multiculturalism through the Eyes of Children is to enrich education of the second level of primary schools and at high and secondary schools by means of new courses for teachers, and to develop tools for efficient teaching of multicultural issues. The Czechkid tool is applicable for further education of pedagogues and for work with students and pupils at schools. 

Outputs of the Czechkid Project

1. Development of an efficient tool to teach multicultural education at the second level of primary schools, and at high and comprehensive secondary schools. The project uses a group of fictitious child characters, who present their families, habits, customs and religions on their web sites. The characters can be followed facing everyday situations which are not always easy to tackle. Both children and students are then given questions to consider and try to solve.

The web site is accompanied by information files and methodology for teachers.

2. Courses, organized for further teacher education at 15 schools throughout the Central Bohemian Region, on multicultural education are held within the frames of the Project. Pedagogues of all schools may get to know the Czechkid tool and enhance their knowledge of the subjects presented by means of audio recordings and additional texts prepared on an academic level.

On the Cabinet for Democratic Citizenship Education
The Cabinet for Education to Democratic Citizenship  (in Czech „Kabinet pro výchovu k demokratickému občanství“, the KVDO) was established at the Faculty of Humanities,  Charles University, in the year 2002 by a resolution of the Ministry of Education of the Czech Republic (hereafter the MŠMT ČR).

According to the statutes of the Cabinet, its main pursuits are the following:

· Study, analyses and consultation focused on the preparation of resource material to meet the tasks set by the MŠMT ČR.

· Organizing educational events on topical subjects concerning the sphere of multicultural and civics education for basic school and high school teachers, state administration workers as well as expert public.

· Research and analyses based on specific demands and needs set by the MŠMT ČR.

· Presentation, coordination and publicity in the field.

In 2002, the Cabinet prepared the contents and implemented the organization of a programme for further education for teachers of Civics and Essentials of Social Sciences. The Cabinet draws on the experience of the Foundation for Education to Constitutionality, which had given lectures focused on six themes (i.e. disciplines of social sciences). The programme of ”Education to Democratic Citizenship“ was aimed at a wide range of  participants, recruited from high school teachers and comprehensive technical schools from all corners of the Czech Republic.  The team of FHS workers who prepared the programme made it their objective to open access to further education for as many teachers as possible.

The KVDO is currently preparing new methodological tools designed to help pedagogues at basic and secondary schools to teach social sciences in order to deal with new topics, in particular the sphere of civil society and multicultural tolerance.

The Section for Democratic Citizenship Education is part of the Department of Civil Sector Studies, headed by Marie Dohnalová, doc. Ing. CSc.
